Unauthorised Encampments can be disruptive and cause local conflict. They 
can also prove to be both expensive and time-consuming to deal with. 
 
The Parish Council is responsible for dealing with any unauthorised occupation 
of its land, but with support from SMBC and the police. If an unauthorised 
encampment appears on Parish Council land, then residents are asked to take 
the following action. 
 
➢ Notify the Parish Council’s Chairman or Vice Chairman about this.
